They also won the DPS Starlight Salver, for combined dressage and whp points. At our Area Points Party they won the M&M Open ridden section, and were Performance Champions, again for the second year running. This wonderful little mare is now teaching the ropes to my little 7 year old niece, Bethany having hopelessly and inevitably outgrown her.
